prophets, and of those who keep the words of this book. Worship God.”  :10 And he 
said to me, “Do not seal the words of the prophecy of this book, for the time is at hand.  
:11 He who is unjust, let him be unjust still; he who is filthy, let him be filthy still; he who 

is righteous, let him be righteous still; he who is holy, let him be holy still.”

"when a little boy who had grown up in his home with a grandfather clock, he never 
really paid much attention to it, until one day the clock rang past 12:00 and kept on 

chiming until that little boy hurried to his parents and declared… with complete 
excitement… mommy and daddy, it's later that it has ever been before…

stamp. open up that which was closed, announce that which was secret, 

release that which was closed, my public that which was private 
 

for (the time) is (at hand). 
the ordained times and seasons of God’s keeping are soon to be taken hold of, 

to be gripped or squeezed out and into the world…
