And so this morning we begin a section — an explosion of spiritually-
based passion. | think this is one of the greatest passages in the New
Testament. It is the clearest explanation of the secret of the Apostle
Paul's phenomenal ministry success. It runs from Chapter 2:12, all
the way through to Chapter 7:2. | have seen its impact in the lives of

many others over the years. It is such a splendid example of what
genuine, true, authentic Christianity is. Yet, strangely enough, this
great passage is a parenthesis or parenthetical insert in this Second
Corinthian epistle; it is a digression on the apostle's part — it
explodes from out of his heart to the printed page.
